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Housing

This guide has been created by the MUA housing department to 
help you choose the locally-owned accommodations 
that work best for you and facilitate your stay on Nevis  
during your studies.

Nevis is accesible by air through the Vance Amory International 
Airport, or via the Robert L. Bradshaw (RLB) International 
Airport on our sister island St. Kitts and then a short hop by 
boat across The Narrows. The island of Nevis, and particularly 
the Parish of St. James, hosts a wide range of housing 
accommodations tailored to students. Your budget and 
housing requirements will help guide your selection of the best 
accommodation. The majority of the housing available to our 
students is within walking distance of the campus. All housing 
options are off campus and privately owned. 

The housing department encourages students to reach out 
to us (housing@mua.edu) prior their arrival on the island. 
This communication allows us to support the evaluation and 
selection of student housing options, as well as let us know 
when students will arrive so we can facilitate their journey after 
landing on St. Kitts or Nevis.

Upon arrival on St. Kitts, students will be greeted by Ms. Daisy 
Jones, who is our contact there for incoming students.  
Ms. Jones ensures that all confirmed students have arrived, 
transports them to the boat and communicates with the 
Housing Coordinator who arranges transportation in Nevis for 
arriving students.

Ms. Jones will be outside the customs area with an MUA  
sign and she will direct students to a pre-arranged taxi.  
Taxi rates are approved by the Ministry of Tourism and  
are as follows (cash only):

•	 Transport of 1 - 4 persons: $40 USD

•	 Any number over the 4 persons would be an extra $10 
USD per person.

This is the cost you should be guided by.

The taxi from the airport will take you directly to the water 
taxi pier at Reggae Beach, followed by a short 7-10 minutes 
boat ride to Nevis. Do note that you are responsible for 
paying the water taxi, which is usually $20 USD and then 
an additional $2 USD for each piece of luggage. Water taxis 
usually accept payment by card, although it is advisable to 
have some cash on-hand just in case. They also offer help 
with handling your luggage should you need a hand.

Upon your arrival on Nevis, one of 
our school vans labelled with the 
university name and logo will be 
waiting to take you to the student 
home you pre-arranged.
 
If you arrive directly on Nevis via the Vance Armory 
International Airport, Andrew Cumberbatch, MUA Housing 
Coordinator, will provide support by arranging for a ride to 
take you to your accommodations.

•	 Allow your landlord entry to your space for repairs  
(with notice).

Landlord and tenant rights and responsabilities:

The Small Tenements Act and The Rent Restriction Act are 
statutory laws of St. Kitts and Nevis that help to protect the 
rights of both the landlord and tenant. Students are encouraged 
to read and ensure they understand these laws. A copy of both 
these laws can be provided at the Administration Building on 
campus, or via the following links:

If you do have an issue with your landlord or with the unit, it is 
important to communicate with your landlord first to try and 
resolve any issues. Keep a record of conversations, texts or 
emails, and take pictures when there are maintenance issues.

The information below details a range of costs associated with 
different utilities/services. Estimates are provided based on 
assumed low-end, average and high-end usage. All estimated 
prices are listed in USD and based on a one-person living 
situation. A family or group of students sharing an apartment 
would cause costs to vary significantly

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There is no public transportation on Nevis. However, there 
are private vans that run along the main road into the heart of 
Charlestown. These vans are identified by a green license plate 
beginning with the letter H. Cash is the only accepted payment 
method when using this mode of transportation. Prices range 
from $3 - $5 USD per trip, depending on distance.

Taxis are also available, however they are more expensive.
Uber, although unofficial on Nevis, can be found as well. These 
services range from $5 - $10 USD per trip, depending  
on the distance.

Taxi Options:

Because some businesses on Nevis are cash-
based, such as the transportation vans, it is 
important to know where you can withdraw 
money. The following is a list of available ATMs:

•	 Republic Bank (international bank where 
students can acquire USD) has two ATMs: 
One located at their branch in Charlestown 
and the other is next to the RAMS 
supermarket, where students regularly shop. 

•	 There is a Bank of Nevis ATM next to the 
Xpetrol gas station (closest to campus; 3 min 
drive from the school).

•	 There is another Bank of Nevis ATM in the 
Gingerland Best Buy.

•	 The Bank of Nevis also has three other 
ATMs within Charlestown, two at their main 
branch and another within close proximity. 

•	 The National Bank has two ATMS: One at 
their branch in Charlestown and the other at 
the top of Pinney’s Beach Road.

Rental or leased vehicles are also available. Businesses such as 
M&M Car Rental and Nevis Car Rentals have a wide variety of 
vehicles for rent or lease once you possess a valid temporary 
driver’s license.

Medical University of the Americas provides a private van 
service that takes students to and from their homes. This van 
service is operated on a set schedule from 7:00 a.m. to  
11:30 p.m. and does not operate outside of the schedule.

There are three major grocery stores on the island, namely 
RAMS, Horsford’s Valuemart (or IGA) and Best Buy. These stores 
are only located in Charlestown, with the exception of Best Buy 
having another branch in Gingerland. Many students frequent 
RAMS and Valuemart as they stock many of the items that 
would be found in U.S. and Canadian stores. 

Horsford’s Valuemart, City Drug Store and Evelyn’s Drug Store 
are the three pharmacies on the island, also located  
in Charlestown.
